Assessment

Forest Lane Academy uses Texas approved High Quality
Instructional Materials.

Forest Lane Academy administers district-directed formative
assessments across all grade levels; and, administers the MAP
test three times a year. Each student is assessed using the
same assessment. Additionally, previous STAAR tests are




released and utilized for assessment and instruction in addition to
other curriculums.

Expected achievement
levels on academic
assessments

Forest Lane Academy tracks each student’s growth throughout
the year through MAP, district-directed assessments, and other
campus-level metrics. Students meet with teachers to set and

review academic progress goals throughout the school year.
